Australia.

All horses must be EFA Registered to compete in Graded events.

All horses must be graded in accordance with the Equestrian Federation of
Australia Grading System. Grading cards must be available for inspection at
time of entry and for endorsement by judge.

The Organisers reserve the right at their absolute discretion to alter or
amend any conditions, regulations, or any aspect of this event as they see
fit. The Organisers reserve the right to restrict the number of entries per
class, entries will be processed on a first come, first serve basis.

The Committee reserves the right to cancel this event if circumstances
change. Entry deposit will be refunded.

PROTESTS: Only the owner or the rider of the horse taking part in the
competition is entitled to lodge an objection. Objection must be made in
writing to the Secretary, accompanied by a deposit of $50.00 not later than
half an hour after the incident that gave rise to the objection.
