Joyce has found sponsors for an Optimum Time in the jump off in classes in Arena 1 and Arena 3.

The sponsors are:

Arena 1 Oakville Equestrian Centre
Arena 3 Diamond B Farm

Prize money each class $10, $6 and $4

There is no need to let the judge know you are trying for the optimum time.
Some info to help you understand how optimum time is calculated:

Length of course 350metres

Optimumtime 60 seconds

Time Allowed(above) 70 seconds

Time allowed (below) 50 seconds

If a rider took 72.80 seconds for the round 1 penalty would be incurred.

If a rider took 47.30 seconds for the round 1 penalty would be incurred

Arider who had a time of anything from 50 seconds to 70 seconds would not incur a time penalty.

In the jump off the penalties would be as follows 72.80 = 3 penalties +12.80 seconds
42.30 = 3 penalties — 12.70 seconds

When times are equal above and below the optimumtime, the rider below the optimumtime is placed higher.
